Active professionally for more than 20 years, Donna Zagotta is a
nationally recognized artist and teacher. She has accumulated numerous
awards including first place awards in the 2005 Arizona Watercolor
Association Exhibition and the 1997 Watercolor West Annual, second
place award in the 1999 National Watercolor Society Exhibition, the 2008
Samuel Leitman Award, and the 2000 Ogden and Mary Pleissner Award in
American Watercolor Society exhibitions. She is an elected member of
the American Watercolor Society, National Watercolor Society,
Watercolor West, and Midwest Watercolor Society. Her work appears in
ten books and twelve magazines, she has written seven magazine feature
articles, and her work appears on the cover of Rockport Publishers's
Watercolor Expressions and the Artist's Magazine. She was selected as
Watercolor Magic Yearbook 2001's Ones to Watch, and was featured in
Watermedia Focus Magazine's An Artist Worth Noting. Donna has been
teaching workshops and jurying national exhibitions since 1990.

‘Adding the You Factor to Painting’

personal and creative by plugging your subjects into design. Donna will
demonstrate and discuss methods and ideas that will help you turn
ordinary subjects into creative and imaginative paintings. We will focus
on composition, color, and a personal and creative use of the elements
and principles of design.

All levels are welcome and this workshop is open to all media.
Donna will be using watercolor and white gouache in her classroom
demonstrations. Students will work from their own reference materials
(photos, sketches, etc.) and can bring paintings in progress to work on or
begin new paintings in class.

Class Schedule:

The 2012 Painting In Kentucky workshops are scheduled
from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. each day.

Donna Zagotta’s classes will be a four day session, beginning
on Tuesday and ending on Friday.

There is an hour-lunch break, and orders are taken daily
and delivered to class for those wanting to stay at the
museum. Class begins each day with a demonstration and
lecture. Students paint under the supervision of the instructor
in the afternoon. On Thursday evening students are invited
to dinner “dutch treat” at Angelo’s Italian Restaurant.
